· 2 worms

· A piece of black construction paper

· Flashlight

· Timer

· Experimental chamber with lid (shoebox, Tupperware, etc.)

2. Procedure:

· Moisten 2 paper towels and place them in the bottom of your experimental chamber.

· Place 2 worms in the center of the chamber.

· Cover the chamber with the lid, making sure the black construction paper divides the chamber in half.

· Place the flashlight over the hole and turn it on.

· Set your timer for 10 minutes. (While waiting, observe two new worms on an observation tray with your partner.  Answer questions in your science notebook.)

· When the timer goes off carefully remove the lid from your experimental chamber.

· Observe the behavior of your worms.  Where did they end up?

· Record the results in your notebook

· Compare observations with other groups and record their results.

· Summarize the data you collected
