karst-type of land  region associated with thin soil, acidic water, soluble rock , where caves may be found

echolocation- the means of locating an object based on an emitted sound and the reflection back from it

twilight-the darkest part of a cave

stalagmite- a limestone deposit in a cave that builds upward from the floor

stalactite- an icicle shaped mass of dissolved limestone that forms from the cave’s roof

guano- the scientific name given to bat poop

topography-the  layout of the natural features of a large surface area on earth

fauna-name for animal life in a certain region

GPS- Global Positioning  System- a  device that allows you to determine  latitude and longitude markings/points 

waypoint- the place where specific points are marked, located by using the GPS devise;  a beep indicates closeness to waypoint
