Day 6: Extend

Title: Science Journaling/Notebooking  
Prior Knowledge Needed for Activity: Students should have completed the webcam activity mentioned on Day 5. Students should be able to recall the concept of summarizing/paraphrasing and determining what is important in non-fiction text as taught in previous notebooking lessons.

Safety Issues: Students need to follow classroom norms; It will be important for you to review rules for using scissors in the classroom. 

Management Suggestions: Science notebooks should be readily available to students along with pens/pencils. Students should know the process for getting supplies, i.e...scissors, glue, crayons, markers.

Major Writing Concepts: To teach students to use a variety of text and text features to summarize non-fiction text.

Objective:

Students will demonstrate an understanding of non-fiction text.

Students will compose text in the form of a summary or paraphrase.

Students will use headings, labels, and/or charts to display information.

Science notebooks

Pencil/pen

Markers

Crayons

Glue

Loose leaf notebook paper (plain or colored)

Scissors

Procedures: 
All half-book or one-tab Foldables can be glued into a notebook at once or they can be added as different topics are studied or new lessons are begun. Please use the attached template for your Foldables. 
1. Begin by folding and gluing the anchor tab of the first section of either a half-book or one-tab template or a section of timed binder paper.

2. The anchor can be glued along the heading line at the tip of the notebook page.

3. Raise the glued tab and glue the anchor tab of the second tab under the first. 

4. Continued this process until the required number of tabs are attached, forming a layered Foldable.  

5. Students will end this journal entry by completing a Line of Learning related to this assignment. 
Note: The glued tabs flip forward and backward like and index file.
